As you
wind your way up the steep road leading to
the church, you'll pass 15th and 16th century
houses. See La Mervielle, a terraced complex
and one of Europe’s most important
Gothic monuments.

Day 6: St. Malo | Normandy

— Visit Normandy. Here, on June 6, 1944 (the
date now known as D-Day), Allied troops
landed on the beaches, launching the
campaign that eventually liberated mainland
Europe from the Nazis. During your visit,
witness remnants of the floating roadways
and piers built to create an instant port at
Arromanches. Visit the Pointe du Hoc Ranger
Monument commemorating the special
forces who scaled a 100-foot cliff to seize
German artillery. See the Normandy American
Cemetery and Memorial established—out of
necessity—just two days after the invasion. Pay
tribute to WWII troops at the Caen Mémorial,
one of Europe’s top history museums. Exhibits
and films document the events that led up to
the war and the Normandy invasion.

American Cemetery; Arromanches;
Pointe du Hoc.

— Visit the Caen Memorial.
